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TEACH Information Technology Infrastructure Grants – Round 2


      Application Materials

Wisconsin rural school districts that have 13 or fewer students per square mile are eligible to apply for FY17 TEACH Information Technology Infrastructure – Round 2 Grants -  utilizing the application workbook available on the teach.wi.gov website – Infrastructure Grant Application – Round 2 (Excel Workbook).

If a district previously applied for the TEACH Infrastructure Grant and did not request their maximum funding amount, they may submit a new application for their district’s remaining amount of funding. If a district did not previously apply for the TEACH Infrastructure Grant, they may submit an application for any amount up to their maximum funding amount.        Funding Available and Period Covered

Per s. 16.996, Wis. Stats, TEACH Information Technology Infrastructure grants are available to provide technology infrastructure to improve the capacity of school districts to utilize technology for instruction. Up to $7,500,000 is available for rural school districts that have 13 or fewer students per square mile. Districts that have the greatest percentage of free or reduced-priced lunch will be given funding priority.

Fiscal year 2015-17 (FY16 and FY17) grants shall be for the period of July 1, 2015 - June 30, 2017.  Awardees must obligate their funds by the end of the grant award period. Grantees must purchase approved items within 2 years of the grant award date.


       Funding

The TEACH Information Technology Infrastructure Grant has the following funding types:

2a and 2b 
Funding 2 includes items on List 2 – Infrastructure and Services Eligible for TEACH Information Technology Infrastructure Grant – Round 2. The following entities are eligible to apply:

2a) Rural school districts who have applied for 2015 and/or 2016 USAC Federal E-Rate Category 2 (CAT2) Infrastructure;
2b) Rural school districts who did not apply for 2015 and/or 2016 USAC Federal E-Rate CAT2 Equipment that submit an IT plan.

For Funding 2a and 2b the TEACH Information Technology Infrastructure – Round 2 grant will reimburse 100%, less district’s E-Rate discount percentage. See teach@wi.gov


Example: If an eligible district has an E-Rate discount percentage of 60%, then the TEACH Information Technology Infrastructure – Round 2 Grant would fund 40% of the approved infrastructure costs for both 2a and/or 2b.


     Eligible Applicants

Grant funds are available for rural school districts that have 13 or fewer students per square mile which demonstrate readiness to use information technology infrastructure purchased with grant proceeds.

Maximum Award Amounts:
· If the membership of the eligible school district is fewer than 750 pupils, $30,000.
· If the membership of the eligible school district is 750 pupils to 1,500 pupils, 40 multiplied by the school district’s membership.
· If the membership of the eligible school district is more than 1,500 pupils, $60,000.
Districts that have the greatest percentage of free or reduced-priced lunch will be given funding priority.

      School District Information

To apply for funds, each district must complete information on the “School District Info tab” of the Infrastructure Grant Application (Excel Workbook) along with the “2a Application tab” and/or the “2b Application - IT Plan tab.” Application instructions are located on the “Instructions tab” of the Infrastructure Grant Application – Round 2 (Excel Workbook).

If a district previously applied for the TEACH Infrastructure Grant and did not request their maximum funding amount, they may submit a new application for their district’s remaining amount of funding. If a district did not previously apply for the TEACH Infrastructure Grant, they may submit an application for any amount up to their maximum funding amount. Technology assessments; infrastructure identified as “not ready” or greater than 2 years for student benefit; infrastructure purchased greater than 2 years after grant award; out-of-building student and staff internet access; infrastructure not included on List 2 – Instructure & Services Eligible for TEACH Information Technology Infrastructure Grant – Round 2.
